2. Eligibility
Applicants must meet all of the following conditions.

(1) Are full-time undergraduate/graduate students at the home institution

(2) Demonstrate excellent academic performance and personal integrity

(3) Do not intend to obtain a degree at Ibaraki University

(4) Have a clear purpose and plan for studying abroad with the aim of benefiting from
studying in Japan

(5) Registered as full-time students at the partner university during the period of study
in Japan, and will return to the home university for remaining courses and graduation

after completing studies at Ibaraki University

3. Student status
An exchange student from a partner university is accepted as a “Special Auditor” at Ibaraki

University.

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are written in another language. Any material in another language must be
submitted along with a Japanese or English translation.

< All forms must be filled out completely and correctly, in block letters. Typed text is
preferred, except for the signature.

<~ Insufficient or late materials cannot be accepted.

<~ In the course of the application procedure, additional supporting documents may be
required.

< Generally, coordinators of respective universities arrange and send all application
documents and forms by email. However, if the coordinator allows, we will also
accept materials, except Form 1, directly from an officially nominated applicant.

All materials should be submitted as electronic data attached to an email.
Please password-protect the materials if necessary. There is no need to send the
original files by post. For application document #2 (Form 2), please send both a
scanned copy with signature and the excel file.

For application document #6, you may be asked at a later date to send the
original documents or additional supporting documents, pursuant to a request

by the Japanese Immigration Bureau. Submitted materials will not be returned

to applicants.

8. Student visa
A CoE is required to apply for a visa. To apply for a CoE, please upload the required
documents and submit your application via the following URL:

and “Certificate of Eligibility (CoE)” issued by the Immigration Service Agency of Japan,

both necessary to apply for a student visa.

9. Tuition fees and course registration
Exchange students register for courses during the orientation period after arrival.

Special auditors are required to take at least six 105-minute classes per week.

* For most courses, 13 classes, each 105 minutes, is equivalent to 2 credits. Some courses

offer 1 credit for 13 classes, each 105 minutes.

10. Living expenses
Average living expenses for international students at Ibaraki University range from about
50,000 JPY to 100,000 JPY per month. (The exact amount varies depending on choice of

housing, food costs, etc.)

11. Health insurance
International students are required to sign up for two types of insurance listed below as
soon as possible after their arrival.
However, the range of activities covered under PAISPER is limited. Therefore, we highly

recommend that you purchase additional insurance for studying abroad with broader
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coverage for your entire student life in Japan. Please consult with us if you want to join

Japanese private insurance that covers accidents in Japan.

(1) “National Health Insurance”

International students are required to join “National Health Insurance.”
The insurance premium is around 2,000 JPY per month.
Members need to pay only 30% of original medical costs as a copayment.

(2) “Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research
(PAISPER).”

Additionally, exchange student is required to purchase “Personal Accident Insurance
for Students Pursuing Education and Research (PAISPER).” This insurance covers
bodily injuries caused by disasters or accidents. It also covers compensation students
may be held legally liable to pay in Japan in the event of injuring or damaging property
belonging to third parties. The scope of the insurance coverage is limited to curricular
and extracurricular activities, school events, and commuting.

The insurance premium is around 1,500 JPY for the period of their stay (one or two
semesters)

12. Housing
(1) Dormitory
Exchange students have priority for living in a university dormitory.
Monthly Rent: 5,900 JPY— 20,400 JPY
Monthly Common Fee: 2,000 JPY
Cleaning Fee for period of stay: 20,000 JPY-22,000JPY

(2) Private apartment
If there are no rooms available in the dormitory, applicants will need to rent a private
apartment near campus.
Monthly rent typically costs between 30,000 JPY and 40,000 JPY.
